Course description

Spanish 103 is an intermediate Spanish course. The
student will continue to understand, speak, read and
write Spanish and they will be introduced to more
advanced grammatical concepts. Cultural aspects of
Spanish speaking countries will also be explored.

The student will produce more advanced written
and oral statements, and will be able to
comprehend more complexed written and oral text
in Spanish. Mainly the students will be able to
express themselves in the past tense as well as in
the present tense.
